& 15. Every competitor shall produce a membership certificate for the current year when asked to do so and if
unable to do so may be required to apply for membership forthwith.

P & D Rules relating to Pipers Dress will be adhered to. In the event of a tie for a trophy aggregate marks will be
used.

Rule 37 regarding tuning will be enforced. Competitors risk disqualification if they are not ready to play when
called upon.

No New Zealand, North Island or Centre Championship shall be awarded unless there are not fewer than 5
competitors in the event and the Judge certifies the winning performance 1s of standard to merit the award of the
Championship.

Competitors MUST report to Board Stewards at least 5 minutes prior to
each event, otherwise their right to compete may be forfeited. Tuning time
at the board will be at the judge’s discretion.

All events: 3 entries - 1" Prize only awarded 5 entries - 1" & 2" Prizes awarded 7 entries - 1“, &8
Prizes awarded 15 or more entries - A 4 Prize will be awarded

Steward on the day of competition.

B Grade Championship competitors must submit 2 x tunes each event. Judges nominate which tune to play.
Under 21 events require two tunes in each event to be submitted to Board Steward prior to event.

Novice Event 1s for competitors who have not won a Novice competition

Pipers may enter in their own grade and one above.

Event 14. Music: Own choice. Minimum playing time of 3 minutes - maximum 5 minutes.

Events 6 &7,9 & 10, 12 & 13; B Grade & U21 will be combined, but judged separately. Notify Judge & Steward
prior to playing.

U21 competitors can pay & enter both events. Prizes will be awarded in both categories
